The JABG Program provides grants to strengthen the juvenile justice system, address serious and violent juvenile crime
and promote greater accountability in the juvenile justice system.

The purpose of this program is to support state and local delinquency prevention and intervention efforts and juvenile
justice system improvements.

A supplemental discretionary grant awarded only to the Virgin Island, American Samoa, CMNI, and Guam that support
state and local delinquency prevention and intervention efforts and juvenile justice system improvements.

A supplemental grant that supports state and local delinquency prevention and intervention efforts and juvenile justice
system improvements.

State Advisory Groups in conjunction with designated states agencies award Title V subgrants on a competitive basis to
units of local government to enable community leaders to initiate multidisciplinary assessments of risks and resources
unique to their communities, to develop comprehensive delinquency prevention plans, and to implement services for
at-risk children.

This grant supports community-based altenatives to incarceration by establishing programs (such as mediation and
skill-building activities) that preserves and strengthens the families of juveniles.

The purpose of this grant is to support programs that prevent violence in and around schools; prevent the illegal use of
alcohol, tobacco, drugs, involve parents and communities, and provide resources that foster safe and drug-free learning
environment that promotes student academic achievement.
